I.  Call to Order

Chair Leroy Bingham called the meeting to order at 1:15 p.m.

II.  Welcome and Introductions

Chair Leroy Bingham welcomed members and guests.

III.  Update Committee Charge and Goals

The committee reviewed the existing charge and goals.  They discussed how WIA Reauthorization would affect this committee.  Comments were made that the committee duties are redundant with the full Board duties.

Jim Hollenbeck made a motion, to change the goals as follows:

· Continually review compliance requirements of state board per federal and state law

· Follow WIA Reauthorization and become involved as needed.

Gail Gray seconded.  Motion passed unanimously.

IV.  Geographic Boundaries of the Concentrated Employment Program (CEP)
Connie Kinsey reviewed the history behind the Issue Paper sent to the committee members.  Kelly Chapman added that the Governor would have more flexibility to target efforts in areas of need if the CEP could be moved.

Jim Hollenbeck asked Sue Mohr, Executive Director for Montana Job Training Partnership, Inc., for her comments.  She explained that once the 10-county CEP is moved, it then would be non-existent and all the work to create the CEP in 1990 would be lost.

Billy Kennedy discussed the Governor’s 15% Discretionary monies and suggested to use that since it could be concentrated “with no strings attached”; unlike the CEP monies which have regulations that have to be followed.

Jerry Driscoll asked for clarification on how the CEP was created.  County Commissioners created the CEP and the Governor controlled the Balance of State (BOS).  Currently, the BOS and CEP are all under Local Workforce Investment Board control.  He continued by saying that National Emergency Grants (NEGs) are being applied for to take care of the areas in need.

Jody Messinger asked for clarification on the purpose of this issue.  She continued by asking if it was about moving boundaries or actually doing away with the CEP completely.

Gary Warren clarified that the issue was brought up to spur discussion about looking for other funding sources to target areas in need.  The CEP is established in law and won’t be going away.

Chair, Leroy Bingham tabled the discussion.  

V.  Concerns of Tribal and Urban 166 Grantees

Chair, Leroy Bingham explained that this subject is very difficult to discuss without the key players here.  Each tribe likes to speak for themselves and not have representatives from outside their tribe.  The Committee discussed inviting 166 grantees to a future Regulatory Committee meeting.

Gary Warren suggested asking the tribes for recommendations of an individual(s) to serve on the state board and possibly we would receive a common name.  Leroy mentioned the Montana Native American Workforce Investment Coalition.  The Chair could potentially serve on the SWIB as a 166 representative.  A letter will be written to them (NAWIC) requesting this.
