Accommodation Tax Reimbursements for State Agencies
On June 7, 2002, the Council asked why there was a decrease in the accommodations tax reimbursement for state agencies since fiscal year 1999.  Actually, there was not a decrease in accommodations tax reimbursements to state agencies in fiscal years 2000 and 2001.  The table the Council was given previously is shown below with two adjustments.

First, not included in the original table was a prior year adjustment in fiscal year 2001 that added $41,556 to fiscal 2000 reimbursements.  That adjustment is reflected in the General Fund, Other Fund and Total amounts for fiscal 2000 in the table below.

Second, the actual reimbursements for fiscal years 2000 and 2001 to state agencies were $131,521 and $151,350, respectively.  The difference between these amounts and the amounts shown as revenue are shown in the Expenditure Abatement column.  These are amounts agencies used to reduce their operating expenses rather than transferring the money to either the general fund or other restricted funds.
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
