RESOLUTION 2006-05

JUNK VEHICLE DISPOSAL


WHEREAS, the Montana Legislature through the passage of HB 540 (1999) provided for the permanent registration of light vehicles over 11 years old, and;

WHEREAS, Section  MCA 75-10-501(4)  defines a junk vehicle as: "Junk vehicle" means a discarded, ruined, wrecked, or dismantled motor vehicle, including component parts, that is not lawfully and validly licensed and remains inoperative or incapable of being driven, and;

WHEREAS, in accordance with the definition of a “junk vehicle” including a provision that the vehicle not be currently licensed, and;

WHEREAS, a vehicle that is permanently licensed will never meet the definition of a junk vehicle so cannot be disposed of under the Junk Vehicle Program conducted by counties and administered by the Department of Environmental Quality.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Montana Association of Counties seek legislation to amend the definition of “junk vehicle” or other appropriate legislation so that a vehicle that is permanently registered may be eligible for disposal under the Junk Vehicle Program.
