MONTANA STATEWIDE PUBLIC SAFETY WIRELESS E 9-1-1 

DEPLOYMENT AND COST RECOVERY


WHEREAS, statewide enhanced 9-1-1 has proved to be a lifesaving service; and

WHEREAS, routing a 9-1-1 call to the appropriate public safety answering point with a display of certain caller identification information and location information should be available for all users of communications services, regardless of the technology used to make and transmit the 91-1- call and regardless of the location of the caller;

WHEREAS, it is in the best interest of the public to ensure that there is adequate funding to support the deployment and ongoing delivery of enhanced 9-1-1 service by wireline and wireless service providers and public safety answering points and the public safety agencies that respond;

WHEREAS, pursuant to §10-4-102 MCA, the 9-1-1 Advisory Council participates in the development and implementation of the 9-1-1 Program in Montana; and 

WHEREAS, the 9-1-1 Advisory Council, in conjunction with its Legislative Review Subcommittee, has recognized that full implementation of E9-1-1 throughout the entire State of Montana is dependent upon adequate funding and distribution of funds to public safety answering points and telecommunications service providers;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Montana Association of Counties  supports legislation, consistent with the recommendations of the Montana 9-1-1 Advisory Council, to authorize a statewide, wireless E 9-1-1 emergency telephone system. The wireless E 9-1-1 system will be funded by a surcharge on communications subscribers, with distributions to public safety answering points and wireless telecommunications providers consistent with §10-4-311 MCA and pursuant to allocation guidelines established by the Montana Public Safety Office.
