ELIMINATE LIMITATION ON COUNTY ROAD

AND BRIDGE DEPRECIATION RESERVE FUNDS


Whereas, under current Montana law, the governing body of a county may establish a road depreciation and/or a bridge depreciation reserve fund to be used for acquisition and replacement of property and equipment; and 

Whereas, said fund which capped at $500,000 by 7-14-2506 MCA; and

WHEREAS, many projects or acquisitions can substantially exceed the funds accumulated;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the county road depreciation reserve fund and bridge depreciation reserve fund limitations (7-14-2506 MCA) be removed as follows:

7-14-2506.  County road and bridge capital improvement fund -- limitation. The governing body of a county may establish a road and bridge capital improvement fund in accordance with the provisions of Title 7, chapter 6, part 6. The fund may not exceed $500,000.

RELEVANT STATUTE 

7-14-2506.  County road and bridge capital improvement fund -- limitation. The governing body of a county may establish a road and bridge capital improvement fund in accordance with the provisions of Title 7, chapter 6, part 6. The fund may not exceed $500,000.

It is the intent of the Montana Association of Counties to support efforts to remove the current limit of $500,000 as established in Section 7-14-2506, MCA for the County Road and Bridge Depreciation Reserve Fund.
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
