COUNTY OFFICER OATH OF OFFICE


WHEREAS, Section 7-4-2105(2) MCA requires that a county commissioner elected to take office shall take the oath of office on the last business day of December following the commissioner’s election; and

WHEREAS, Section 7-4-2205(2) MCA requires that elected county elected officials take the oath of office on the last business day of December following the election; and

WHEREAS, Section 7-5-2122(1) requires the governing body of the county to establish by resolution a regular meeting date and notify the public of that date; and

WHEREAS, Section 7-5-2122(2) allows Commissioners, by resolution and prior 2 days' posted public notice, designate another meeting time and place. 

WHEREAS, the last business day of December may require a special meeting to be noticed and held;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that Section 7-4-2105(2) be amended to read: a county commissioner elected to take office shall take the oath of office on or before the last business day of December following the commissioner’s election; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that Section 7-4-2205(3)(a) be amended to read: take the oath of office on or before the last business day of December following the officer’s election; and
