RESOLUTION 2006 – 21

Livestock Loss Reduction and Mitigation


WHEREAS, wolves are firmly established in Montana and the long-term presence of wolves depends on implementing a comprehensive program that balances the complex biological, social economic and political aspects of wolf management; and

WHEREAS, wolf depredation on livestock has the potential to negatively impact some individual livestock producers; and

WHEREAS, the Governor’s Wolf Advisory Council, representing a broad range of Montana interests, recommended that any Montana wolf management plan include provisions to reduce the risk of wolf depredation on livestock and compensate livestock producers for the impacts of wolf predation; and

WHEREAS, the Montana Wolf Management Plan and Final EIS adopted by the Department of Fish, Wildlife and Parks called for creation of a program to reduce the risk of losses of livestock to wolves and to compensate livestock producers for losses; and

WHEREAS, a working group of over 30 Montana citizens, state and federal agency personnel and tribal representatives developed a comprehensive proposal for the “Montana Livestock Loss Reduction and Mitigation Program”;

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Montana Association of Counties supports the Montana Livestock Loss Reduction and Mitigation Program.
