Veterans Cemeteries

WHEREAS, the Montana Association of Counties recognizes the need for additional veterans’ cemeteries within the state of Montana; and

WHEREAS, the Montana Code Annotated does not currently authorize County governments to establish, fund or maintain veterans’ cemeteries; and,

WHEREAS, Section 10-2-601 of the Montana Code Annotated allows only for the establishment of additional veterans’ cemeteries in either Missoula or Yellowstone County through the Board of Veterans Affairs; and


WHEREAS, the Montana Association of Counties is in support of revision to the Montana Code Annotated to authorize County governments to establish and maintain veterans’ cemeteries within their counties independently of the Board of Veterans Affairs; and

WHEREAS, the Montana Association of Counties is in support of revision to the Montana Code Annotated that would specify that spouses of veterans be eligible for interment in said veterans’ cemeteries,

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, the Montana Association of Counties shall support legislation that would revise the Montana Code Annotated to authorize County governments to establish, fund and maintain veterans’ cemeteries within their counties independently of the Board of Veterans Affairs, and which would specify that spouses of veterans be eligible for interment in said veterans’ cemeteries.
