WHEREAS, a significant portion of the work done by county attorneys is for the prosecution of criminal cases under state law and for the enforcement of state civil law concerning child abuse and neglect pursuant to Title 41, chapter 3; and

 

WHEREAS, county attorney work loads vary greatly county to county; and

 

WHEREAS, a county attorney is an elected county official and has a vital role in providing civil legal services to the county, and because each county has unique needs to consider, the county attorney's salary should be set by the county; and 

 

WHEREAS, county attorneys provide both state and county services, the responsibility for funding county attorney salaries should be a responsibility shared by the state and the counties; and

 

WHEREAS, the state's funding responsibility should be met through a predictable and on-going appropriation, which includes an amount for both salaries and benefits and which will also be adjusted on an on-going basis to preserve the ability of counties to maintain and attract high quality county attorneys; and 

WHEREAS, such goals can best be attained through a statutory appropriation providing for the funding of the state’s portion of the payment of county attorney salaries and benefits; 

 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Montana Association of Counties supports legislation which creates a statutory appropriation for the State’s share of funding for County Attorney salaries and benefits.
